TUESDAY NIGHT TRAINING- SAFEGUARDING POLICY
INTRODUCTION
This policy applies to all adults, including volunteers, working in or on behalf of the club and is an over arching document which demonstrates how everyone working in or for our club, shares an objective to help keep children safe from harm and abuse.
We aim:
· to ensure that children within our club feel safe at all times
· to ensure that all stakeholders are safe and feel that they are able to put the welfare of the children first without concern that there will be any negative consequences attached to their actions
· to ensure that all adults who are responsible for children on club nights have been properly vetted and cleared as suitable to work and support children in our care/charge.
· to ensure that all adults who have direct contact with children have been trained to undertake their safeguarding responsibilities effectively.
CLUB COMMITMENT
East Cornwall Harriers is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of all its young athletes.

Partnership with Parents
The club shares a purpose with parents to make club nights fun and enable the child's enjoyment of running and to keep them safe from harm and have their welfare promoted. In order to ensure the safety of your child we will expect that he/she:
· is registered on arrival at club nights 
· is well behaved and takes instruction from our coaches
· has appropriate clothing (high visibilty bib/warm clothing in winter) for the season
· is collected from the training venue at the end of the session (these sessions will be posted on the club website – with finish times). The only exception to this will be those parents who sign the permission slip allowing their child to make their own way home (Appendix 1)

First aid kits are carried with us to training events:
When a child is unwell or has suffered an accident, the following steps are followed:
Step 1:
A trained first aider is immediately called to provide assistance and advice.

Step 2:
The incident/accident is logged in the incident/accident 



register.

Step 3:
The parent is notified of the incident/accident as soon as 



necessary.
Site Security
ECH aims to provide a safe environment for its evening sessions but recognises that no environment is entirely safe.  Therefore, all young runners need to adhere to the rules, which govern our training sessions.  It is recognised that laxity can cause potential problems to safeguarding.  Therefore, the ECH ensures that:
· all youngsters will be registered for the session.
· Each session will have clearly identified adults responsible  (CRB checked) for their welfare
· Youngsters are marshalled to the session site
· children are only allowed home with adults/carers with parental responsibility or confirmed permission has been received in advance. 
· children are not allowed to leave a training session alone unless they have authorised permission from parent/guardian (appendix 1)
· should a child leave without permission then Parents will be informed in the first instance and if deemed appropriate and necessary the Police will be informed.
· Each venue is risk assessed each year, and venues found unsuitable will be removed. A copy of the current venue assessment can be found at:
